All entries are first blind tasted in groups divided by variety, region and vintage as
necessary, by professional expert judges (by glass, not bottle) and then the top products
are sent for detailed chemical and microbiological analysis. This analysis is crucial as in
some instances the results of this analysis may lead to marks being deducted or even
outright rejection.
