Out of those spirits two whiskeys were awarded Gold Outstanding medals, meaning
each whiskey was recognized as an outstanding spirit with a naturally exceptional balance,
complexity and power, and an example that immediately sets itself apart from others in the
category. Two whiskeys received Gold medal ratings indicating an excellent spirit with an
exceptional balance and rare and complex flavors. A Gold medal spirit is an example that stood
out against its peers. Each entry was subject to rounds of blind tastings and individual evaluation
on taste by a mixed judging panel of world-renowned experts from a diverse range of sectors drawn
from over 30 countries.
